Aftercare 2006

Children discharged from the Residential Care Rnmgne are followed up through
telephone contact or home visits. Where the nesdsarthey may be put in touch with
community services near their home or move to jaitorial Programme or the Out of
School Hours Care at the Centre or the TutoriagRrmme.

The Tutorial Programme is for children who haverbédischarged from care and need
support and supervision. These children are fromdswhere adults are generally absent
and left on their own, they will probably hang evith friends in shopping malls or at fast
food outlets. By providing them with a place to @to for homework assistance, these
children are made aware that the Centre is a pbirgference for them. They come at least
once a week. The Programme also provided thesergtidith the space for informal
discussions and social activities.

Enrichment Activities/Outings

The children also participated in various activities outside the program hours and
during the school holidays. Besides helping the children in Galilee Centre to come
out of themselves and exposing them to various skills and ways of expressing self,
these activities has also helped them to interact with other children and individuals
other than those from the Centre itself.

.

Learning Support Programme

This is a before and after school programme for the children in the primary
schools. They come to the centre to take their meals, have their showers and
have scheduled time slots for study, group work and recreational activities either
before or after school each day. The children also come to the centre to receive
holistic formation.

In 2006, 10 children were in the morning session, 17 children in the afternoon
session and 2 were discharged at the end of the year.
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a music programme

The purpose of the Music Programme was to provide children from our Centres with
the opportunity to learn music. The absence of musical instruments is one of the
reasons the children are unable to enjoy the ability to make and create music in their
lives.

In December 2004, we were offered the sale of a set of second hand Orff instruments
at a discounted price. With the help of a volunteer musician, we commenced the
Music Programme in January 2005 at the IJ Home premises. Currently, there are 23
children in this programme held on Fridays and Saturdays.

In this programme, the children are encouraged to combine the use language and
speech patterns in music and movement activities. Certainly, we can see the
children’s growth in confidence and self-esteem, as they grow in the mastery of the
instruments in the different performances that they had participated in.

In the year 2006, increased use of movement, folk-dancing and percussion
instruments were incorporated into the programme. The children have benefited from
the above through increased use of body coordination and sense of spatial movement.

Increased use of movement, folk dancing and pemnussstruments has improved body coordination aahse of space.

Singing was again an important component of the programme as many folk-songs
from different parts of the world were introduced to the children. The children once
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again participated in carolling at old-folks home and hospital at the end of the year.
During the schools’ holidays, music day-camps were held at AMK Home.

2 children from this Programme participated in Songs of Hope 2006, Minnesota. This
is a 6-week summer residential program where children from different countries are
invited to bring songs and dances from their countries to share. Songs of Hope is a
concert presented to local communities around Minneapolis-St Paul and in some
towns in the state.

In the year 2006, the music programme was christened “SOUNDS OF
PROVIDENCE”", and had its debut under its new name on 17 Jun 2006, in a concert
titled “Of Harvests and Dreams” held in CJC’s Performing Arts Centre.
